4.3 VALID PASSPORT OR VALID ID VERIFICATION  

 
The nationality in the athlete’s provided document must match that of their registration. 

 

After finishing the Check-In, the athlete can proceed to the weigh-in. The accreditation 

badge must always be worn when roaming the venue. 

 

 

5 WEIGH-INS, & MATCH & PODIUM PROTOCOLS 
 
Weigh In (without GI) is the second procedure whereby the athletes will do when they arrive 

at the Championship. 

Athletes may only weigh in and proceed to the competition if they are carrying an ID (identity 

document) with a photograph, otherwise, the athlete will be disqualified. 

 

5.1 THE OFFICIAL WEIGH IN DRESS CODE 

 

• Players must wear a non-transparent T-shirt and shorts covering up to the knees. 

Otherwise player can weigh in wearing kimono pants and T-shirts.  

• Singlets and small shorts are not allowed. 

 

5.2 WEIGH-IN TIMES AND LOCATION:

5.3 GIFT FOR COMPETITORS 

 
All Professional competitors of the Championship will receive the event T-shirt at the Weigh-

In area. 

 

5.4 KIMONO CONTROL 

 

• APPROVED JIU-JITSU GIs: Only white, blue and black kimonos are allowed. 

• The Kimono Check will be held right before your match.  

• We strongly recommend bringing more than one kimono in case one of them gets 

damaged during the match. 

 

5.5 COACHES ACCESS 
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Coaches will NOT be allowed in the warm up and fighting areas on the first floor of the Arena. 

Coaches will be allowed to enter the field of play with their respective contestants only during 

the BLACK BELT PROFESIONAL FINALS, subject to adhering to the official dress code: 

trousers, long sleeve shirts and closed shoes. Bermuda shorts and hats are forbidden.  

Code of behavior of Coaches will be strictly observed.

Note: Any contestant is entitled to rest the same time as one fight of their category only. In the 

Finals, they will have two fight times to rest. 

 

6.3 RULES MEETING  

 
A rules meeting will be held by the Official Head Referee. Coaches and competitors are 

welcome to participate in the session.

6.4 PODIUM  

 

• The players must be wearing their Kimono to receive their medals at the podium. 

• It is not allowed to hold club t-shirts or teams’ flags on the Podium, you may only hold 

your country’s flag. 

• In divisions with up to two athletes, no medals nor cash prize will be awarded, and 

the athletes will be moved to the next available divisions.  

 

6.5 COMPETITORS GUIDE 

  

1 
The most important step is to arrive on time!  

You need to arrive 15 minutes before your weigh-in schedule to do the check in.  

2 

You made it to the Championship!    

Before you head for your check-in, you should have your passport or ID and your 

championship Online Credential.  

3 Find the signs that will guide you to the weigh-in desk.  

4 
Queue patiently and when you arrive at the desk, greet the check-in clerk and hand 

over your registration confirmation with your passport.  

5 When you reach the weigh-in scales, follow the instructions of the staff.  

6 
Once you are at the WARM-UP area, there will be screens to let you know your fight’s 

time. Prior to your fight, the Bracket Manager will take you to the CONCENTRATION 
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AREA. There may or may not be a waiting time, so when you are asked to come forward, 

present your credential, have it checked and be ready to fight.  

7 
Once you are in the Competition Area, you can wait for the referee’s instruction to 

enter the mats 

8 Take your side, relax and enjoy the fight! 

9 
After you finish the fight, you should wait for your next fight in the CONCENTRATION 

AREA or wait to be directed to the AWARDS AREA (Podium)  

10 

In the PODIUM, you can wear the KIMONO only. (No Jackets, shoes, Hats, 

Headphones, T-shirts, Marketing Products, Sunglasses or Academies’ Banners are 

permitted)  

11 

Once you finish your fights or receive the awards, you are required to leave the 

Competition Area (including warm-up, and the concentration area) 

You can watch the rest of the championship from the spectators seating area.  

 

6.6 IMPORTANT INFO 

 

• Make sure to have a clean GI. 

• Make sure to bring a picture ID to the event, the absence of ID can lead to disqualification. 

• Make sure to check the schedule on our website at https://ajptour.com/en/event/1048. 

• The athletes must keep the kimono and belt always tied to the waist while in the waiting 

or competition area. 

• The referee makes the final decision and will not tolerate any complaints or make changes 

to the made decision. 

• The athletes are not allowed to jump over the fences/barricades in the competition area. 

• Make sure to be  in the warm up area at least 45 minutes prior to your bracket’s scheduled 

time. You should be warmed up by the time your bracket is called. 

• Make sure to listen to the division calls on the PA system in the warm-up area. 

• At the designated time, go to the warm up area, wearing your GI and with a picture ID 

and Accreditation Badge. 

• In the warm-up area, pay attention to the bracket manager calls. 

• After the Bracket Manager calls, they will take you to the concentration area to wait your 

turn to fight. 

• DO NOT remain in the competition area after the end of your fight. Return to the 

concentration area and remain there until the Bracket Manager calls you for the next 

round if you won your previous match. 

• Be respectful to the staff, officials, other athletes and coaches. In turn, they will show you 

the same courtesy. 

• Be respectful to the referees, showing consideration and appreciation for the performance 

of their duties.

• Direct all questions to championship staff at the administration table. We will do our best 

to answer your questions as quickly as possible. Please be patient with questions as there 

are a lot of competitors at the event.

10 THE ROAD TO ABU DHABI WORLD PROFESSIONAL JIU-JITSU CHAMPIONSHIP  
 

10.1 ABU DHABI WORLD PROFESSIONAL JIU-JITSU CHAMPIONSHIP 

 

The Abu Dhabi World Professional Jiu-Jitsu Championship 2024 is open for entry to all 

athletes from all nationalities. 

 

With a limit number of athletes per country for each of the men’s and women’s 

competition, athletes from the same country will be placed on the same side of the 

brackets.  

The UAEJJF will utilize the official AJP World Ranking as a method of brackets seeding. 

 

All the athletes will be eligible for the Abu Dhabi World Professional Jiu-Jitsu

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Championship 2024, with a limit of 2 athletes from a given country to the main bracket 

(Professional of All Belts & Master 1 Black Belt divisions only). For other belts only, the 

countries seeding will be applied and no limits. 

 

Country Selection process for countries with over quota (2 Athletes ***): 

The top Professional Purple, Brown, Black and Master 1 Brown/Black, Black belt athletes (1st 

ranked) will be directly eligible based on the AJP Tour World Ranking. Only one athlete per 

country will be selected, in each division, through the AJP Tour World Rank.  

*Priorities are given to the best ranked athletes to choose the division desired to register 

(weight category is not yet a determination). 

**Athletes not ranked as a 1st at AJP Tour World Ranking in the respective division registered 

will be placed into the COUNTRY QUALIFIERS. 

The second additional athlete from each country must qualify through the COUNTRY 

QUALIFIERS (Applied for MEN'S & WOMEN'S - PROFESSIONAL- PURPLE, BROWN, 

BROWN/BLACK & BLACK BELT; MEN’S & WOMEN'S - MASTER 1 - BROWN/BLACK & 

BLACK BELT divisions only). 

• COUNTRY QUALIFIERS is a qualification method to select the 2nd athlete for the 

countries with over quota. 

• COUNTRY QUALIFIERS will be defined one day before the 2nd round (eight or 

quarter finals or semifinals), check the schedule TAB for more details. 

 

The current Abu Dhabi World - Professional Brown/Black (Women's) & Black Belt 

(Men's) and Master 1 Brown/Black (Women's) & Black Belt champions are exempt from 

the country's quota and will automatically qualify to defend their title in the main bracket of 

their previous ADWPJJC division as a wildcard and will be given the first seed.  

*If the current ADWPJC champion is also the highest ranked athlete in their division, all other 

athletes from the same nationality must compete in the country qualifiers for the 2nd spot. 

 

THE AJP TOUR WORLD RANKING IS THE MATHEMATICAL METHOD OF RANKING MEN 

AND WOMEN ATHLETES ON A CALENDAR-YEAR BASIS. 

1. The AJP Tour World Ranking is the objective merit-based method used for 

determining qualification for entry and seeding in the Abu Dhabi World Professional 

Jiu-Jitsu Championship.

2. The AJP Tour World Ranking runs approximately 400 times per year (only GI 

championships). *NO GI championships will count points for NO GI Ranking. 

3. Every athlete who has earned AJP Tour World Ranking points in an eligible AJP 

championship during the entry ranking period is included in the AJP Tour World 

Ranking. 

4. Athletes are not allowed to change their nationality or team academy during the 

season, due to the Country and Academy Ranking System. 

The year-end AJP Ranking is based on the Seven (7) best results during the season (12 

months’ period) + one extra (8th) result from the Continental Championship + the final result 

(9th) of Abu Dhabi World Professional Championship 14th Edition. 

Points accrued in the following championships:  

• Six (6) AJP Tour Continental Championships 

• Sixty (60) AJP Tour National Championships 

• Twenty (20) AJP Tour Regional Championships 

• Eighty (80) AJP Tour International Championships 

• AJP World Ranking period is from November 18th 2023 to November 16th 2024. 

 

10.2 CONTINENTAL JIU-JITSU CHAMPIONSHIPS 

 

The Continental Jiu-Jitsu Championships will commence as the first primary key for 

qualification for the 16th Abu Dhabi World Professional Jiu-Jitsu Championship. The 2023-

2024 Continentals are championships contested by athletes that will determine the 

continental champions that leads top competitors into the 16th Abu Dhabi World Professional 

Jiu-Jitsu Championship. Held every year in different countries, the continental championships 

are: 

1. AJP Europe Continental 

2. AJP Asia Continental 

3. AJP North America Continental 

4. AJP South America Continental 

5. AJP Africa Continental 

6. AJP Oceania Continental 

 

10.3 NATIONAL JIU-JITSU CHAMPIONSHIP QUALIFICATION SERIES 

 

The 2023-2024 National Qualifier Series is a sequence of National Jiu-Jitsu Championships

around the world leads top competitors into the 16th Abu Dhabi World Professional Jiu-Jitsu 

Championship, a series of events that features over 40,000 players from 165 participating 

countries, with one place reserved for the final in the United Arab Emirate’s capital, Abu 

Dhabi.  

The countries' places are determined by a qualification process in which the National 

Champions collect points to be country ranked, divided by weight categories and age 

divisions Professional & Master. From five continents, all federations are represented by their 

countries and will compete between clubs. Most of the successful champions are determined 

within this process.  

*Wild Cards are granted to some countries and players. 

 

The AJP will be promoting over 50 National Championships around the world between 

November 2023 to October 2024 to ultimately host those qualified at the ADWPJJC in 

November 2024.  

 

Expectations are announced for the 16th ADWPJJC, where the technical level will be even 

higher once the players will be selected through the AJP World Ranking.
